You may put the pictures and information on one slide or choose to display the pictures side-by-side on one slide and the information side-by-side on the next. Either way, I want all six details on one slide.
We will put the slides together to show the class the details of the connection between Animal Farm and the Russian Revolution.

If you are proficient or distinguished in all categories, you will receive a graduation competency.
