Dream Analysis Assignment
The time has come for you to try to unlock what is hiding in your own unconscious.  
1. Choose one of the dreams from your dream log.
2. Tell the dream.
3. Analyze the dream.

a. What was going on in your conscious life at the time?


b. What were some possible symbols from your dream?  What could they mean?


c. What unconscious want or anxiety might have been expressed?  


     How did you come to this conclusion?

The response – the dream itself and your analysis –should be approximately two pages in length.  This is a 25-point assignment.  You will be scored on your demonstrated attempt at the application of Freudian analysis.   You should come to some hypothesis about the true meaning of your dream and support that hypothesis through the explanation of specific and meaningful details. I will also use the CRHS Written (and Oral) Communication Rubric for reflection.
