10th Grade Independent Reading Project Options
This year, you will need to read at least two novels outside of the 10th grade English curriculum. The first project is due on Friday, January 4th. I have not yet determined the point value, but you can expect this to count for about 50 points—whatever the total, it will be a significant chunk of your quarter two grade. Especially because we spend so much time on SSR every day, this project should be taken seriously and must reflect your best effort. If you complete the project before January 4th, you may absolutely turn it in!
The manner of assessment for this project will be determined by you, but you cannot choose the same project type more than once.  Projects will not be eligible for revision.  The due date will appear in PowerSchool as well as on the homework board in room 214.
I have exemplars available for each assessment, but you need to determine an appropriate time to ask me about these samples; please do not ask me during class!
The assessments include the following:
1. Book Review
2. Book Discussion with Ms. Suchy - Individual
3. Book Discussion with Ms. Suchy - Group

4. Art Depicting Theme

5. Musical Characterization

6. Novel made into Film

7. Movie Trailer

If your book is unique and requires an alternative assessment OR if you have another idea you feel would better demonstrate your learning from the novel, please construct a proposal and meet with me outside of class. I am always willing to entertain new project options!
Attached are rubrics and descriptions of each assessment.  The form your assessment takes does not need to be cleared with me ahead of time, but check with me if you need assistance along the way. 
I will use the school-wide Quality Work Rubric for every project; this means you have the chance to earn a competency. Certain projects may also warrant a competency for collaboration/cooperation.
DO NOT PLAGIARIZE THIS PROJECT. Any form of plagiarism will result in a zero for the assessment—with no make-ups—as well as an office referral. Further action will be taken if this is not your first offense. The specific guidelines and policies on plagiarism are on pages 71-73 of your handbook.

*This due date is subject to change due to extreme weather conditions; however, a simple snow day or two will NOT warrant an extension of the project. I suggest you turn in your project BEFORE THE HOLIDAY BREAK, but for those of you who may genuinely need the time, I considered this and set the date for the first Friday after the break. DO NOT LEAVE THIS PROJECT TO THE LAST MINUTE!
