Criteria for Trailer
· Trailer flows smoothly and captivates the attention of the audience; compels viewer to read the book
· Key scenes and themes from the book have been creatively presented; content of the book is made clear to the viewer

· Images create a distinct atmosphere or tone that matches the different parts of the story

· Voice track is clean and fully understandable; pace fits the storyline

· Music stirs an emotional response that matches the storyline

· Video shows the main characters in a setting reflective of the novel; characters are described with enough detail to give the reader a sense of who the characters are
· Presentation length is appropriate and keeps the viewers’ attention (about 1 to 1 ½ minutes should suffice)
